BOARD MEETING – OFFICIAL MINUTES

APRIL 7, 2009

A regularly scheduled meeting of the Sherman Village Board of Trustees was held on Tuesday, April 7th at 7:00 P.M. with President Trevor J. Clatfelter presiding.

PRESENT:  Trustees Hickman, Long, Mitchell, Schultz, Timm & Zibutis

ABSENT:     None

The agenda for the meeting was unanimously approved by the board.

The March 24th minutes and the March 24th executive session minutes were unanimously approved by the board.

Engineer Booher said Ace Contracting will be finishing their work as soon as weather permits.  Mr. Booher has identified several drainage projects for the Public Works Dept. to complete.  He said the Public Works Dept. put a sleeve inside the drainage pipe under Sebring Road, which has greatly stabilized it.  The hydraulic study will be put on the website.

Village Administrator Swinford told the board that the two properties the village is taking enforcement action against have been turned over to the States Attorney’s Office by the Sang. Co. Dept. of Public Health.
Trustee Hickman told the board that he diverted stormwater to a swale by means of a pipe behind Stardust Drive.

Trustee Long noted that some pothole repair work needs to be done in the village.

Trustee Schultz told the board that the current audit is complete, and he will be meeting with the auditors.

Emergency Services Administrator Moos told the board that the recent weather service class was well attended.

Trustee Timm made a motion, seconded by Trustee Mitchell and carried unanimously by the board, to approve the donation of $250 to the Junior Class/After Prom Committee for assistance with parking during the Sesquicentennial.

Eagle Scout candidate Jesse Smollen was present to ask the board for authority to make the Waldrop Park sign his Eagle Scout project.  He presented landscaping plans.  Trustee Zibutis made a motion, seconded by Trustee Long and carried unanimously by the board, to authorize the expenditure of not more than $500 for landscaping supplies for this project.  
The board unanimously agreed to adjourn at 7:50 p.m.
