BOARD MEETING – OFFICIAL MINUTES

APRIL 20, 2010

A regularly scheduled meeting of the Sherman Village Board of Trustees was held on Tuesday, April 20th at 6:00 p.m. with President Trevor J. Clatfelter presiding.

PRESENT:  Trustees Long, Mitchell, Schultz, Sherrock & Zibutis

ABSENT:    Trustee Timm

The agenda for the meeting was unanimously approved by the board.

Trustee Zibutis made a motion, seconded by Trustee Schultz and carried unanimously by the board, to approve the April 6th minutes.

Trustee Sherrock made a motion, seconded by Trustee Long and carried unanimously by the board, to approve for payment the bills for the month.
Representatives from LRS Web Solutions were present to give a presentation for the development of a website with special emphasis on economic development.  
Engineer Booher presented for board review proposed changes to the subdivision ordinance concerning standards for installing street lights in concrete bases.

Attorney Cullen presented the board with an overview of the terms of a redevelopment agreement in the Route 66 TIF area.

In a parks update, Trustee Sherrock said volunteers painted at Waldrop Park.  Soccer goals have been erected, ball fields have been readied, and picnic tables will arrive soon.

Trustee Sherrock said the village had a 91% return rate for census forms mailed out.  Census workers will begin home visits soon.
Trustee Zibutis made a motion, seconded by Trustee Schultz and carried unanimously by the board, to approve the purchase, not to exceed $17,500, of a 2010 Ford Expedition police vehicle, to be financed through Illini Bank.

Trustee Schultz made a motion, seconded by Trustee Mitchell and carried unanimously by the board, authorizing President Clatfelter to execute the documents to borrow $17,500 from a financial institution.

The board unanimously agreed to adjourn at 7:15 p.m.
