BOARD MEETING – OFFICIAL MINUTES

AUGUST 18, 2009

A regularly scheduled meeting of the Sherman Village Board of Trustees was held on Tuesday, August 18th at 6:00 p.m. with President Trevor J. Clatfelter presiding.

The agenda was unanimously approved by the board.

The board unanimously approved the August 4th minutes and the August 4th executive session minutes.

Trustee Timm made a motion, seconded by Trustee Mitchell and carried unanimously by the board to approve payment of the bills for the month.

Trustee Long made a motion, seconded by Trustee Schultz and carried unanimously by the board to approve the treasurer’s report.

In an engineering report, Mr. Booher said:

1)  Ace Contracting has finished the drainage projects.

2)  Public Works employees discovered that a filed tile is broken and plugged up in the Crown Point park area.  They have plans to repair this.

3)  Mr. Booher will put together some new options for the Safe Routes to School project which minimize the village’s costs.
4)  A contractor has requested to drill under a road in the village.  Mr. Booher has put together some proposed Directional Drilling Requirements for inclusion in the subdivision ordinance.

Trustee Zibutis made a motion, seconded by Trustee Long, to amend the building permit application process.  The vote passed unanimously with President Clatfelter adding his approval.

Trustee Timm made a motion, seconded by Trustee Schultz and carried unanimously by the board to approve the Declaration of Covenants for Timberline Estates Subdivision.

Trustee Zibutis made a motion, seconded by Trustee Schultz and carried unanimously by the board, to approve a Prompt Bill Pay ordinance.

Trustee Mitchell gave an update on the village website.

The board learned that the Police Department had won a Traffic Safety Challenge and a fully equipped new police squad car, which was the grand prize.

The board unanimously agreed to adjourn at 7:25 p.m.
