BOARD MEETING – OFFICIAL MINUTES

JANUARY 20, 2009

A regularly scheduled meeting of the Sherman Village Board of Trustees was held on Tuesday, January 20th at 7:00 p.m. with President Trevor J. Clatfelter presiding.

PRESENT:  Trustees Hickman, Long, Mitchell, Schultz, Timm & Zibutis

ABSENT:  None

The agenda was unanimously approved by the board.

Representatives from Cass Communications were present to outline coming upgrades and answer questions from the board and the audience.

The January 13th minutes were unanimously approved by the board.

Trustee Schultz made a motion, seconded by Trustee Hickman and carried unanimously by the board, to approve the payment of the bills for the month.

It was the consensus of the board to postpone the treasurer’s report till the next meeting so that it will reflect transfers that have recently taken place.

Engineer Booher said Greene & Bradford have sent out letters to homeowners whose property they will need to access to conduct the hydraulic study.  He also said Ace Contracting is continuing to complete the drainage work they contracted for.

Trustee Schultz made a motion, seconded by Trustee Long and carried unanimously by the board, to approve the annual prevailing wage rate ordinance.

Trustee Zibutis made a motion, seconded by Trustee Timm and carried unanimously by the board, to pass an ordinance providing for the creation of a Planning Commission.

Trustee Zibutis made a motion, seconded by Trustee Timm and carried unanimously by the board, to have seven (7) members on the Planning Commission,  each with a four year term.

Trustee Mitchell made a motion, seconded by Trustee Zibutis and carried unanimously by the board, to have the Planning Commission review the proposed Comprehensive Plan.

Village Manager Swinford said he and Sangamon County Public Health officials will inspect the two properties on which the village is pursuing enforcement action.

Mr. Swinford also said 911 addressing is working on address problems on Stardust Drive and Old Tipton School Road.

Trustee Hickman made a motion, seconded by Trustee Schultz and carried unanimously by the board, to approve a proclamation honoring Police Chief Eric Smith, the new President of the Illinois Association of Police Chiefs.

On President Clatfelter’s recommendation, Trustee Timm made a motion, seconded by Trustee Zibutis and carried unanimously by the board, to approve Mr. Mark Hurley as a member of the Planning Commission.

President Clatfelter spoke about his efforts to extend the life of the Original TIF District.  He said the talks with the various taxing bodies were almost complete.

 President Clatfelter said he wants to have a second annual village clean up day in the spring.
The board unanimously agreed to adjourn at 9:10 p.m.
