BOARD MEETING – OFFICIAL MINUTES

MARCH 16, 2010

A regularly scheduled meeting of the Sherman Village Board of Trustees was held on Tuesday, March 16th at 6:00 p.m. with President Trevor J. Clatfelter presiding.

PRESENT:  Trustees Long, Mitchell, Schultz, Sherrock, Timm & Zibutis

ABSENT:    None

The board unanimously approved the agenda.

The minutes for March 2nd were unanimously approved by the board.

The board unanimously approved payment of the bills for the month.

Engineer Booher told the board that the Illinois Energy Conservation Code passed by the State of Illinois is now in effect and must be complied with by municipalities.  He recommended including the requirements on the building permit application and also posting them on our website.  A certificate will be required from the builder that the new code requirements have been met.
Mr. Booher presented plans for road patching.

Trustee Zibutis made a motion, seconded by Trustee Timm and carried unanimously by the board, to authorize President Clatfelter to sign documents accepting P. H. Broughton as the low bidder at $684,584.58 for the construction of an entrance to the Route 66 development off Business 55.  Work is set to begin in 30-45 days.
Trustee Sherrock made a motion, seconded by Trustee Timm and carried unanimously by the board, to approve a final payment of $50,000 to the Sherman Fire Protection District from TIF funds as previously agreed upon.

Trustee Schultz made a motion, seconded by Trustee Sherrock and carried unanimously by the board to approve a payment of $300,000 in TIF monies to the Williamsville School District.

Trustee Timm gave an update on the upcoming Village Clean Up Day which is to be held May 8th.  A village-wide garage sale day has been set for April 30th and May 1st.  

The board unanimously agreed to adjourn at 7:12 p.m.
