Mr. Booher told the board that construction on the new intersection at Village Center Road and Business 55 is scheduled to begin June 1st.

Trustee Long made a motion, seconded by Trustee Timm ands carried unanimously by the board, to approve an ordinance requiring street light poles to be anchored in concrete.

Trustee Sherrock told the board that a reservation form for people wishing to reserve the Waldrop Park pavilion is now on the website.  The new picnic tables have been delivered.

Trustee Zibutis told the board that she is reviewing bids for employee health insurance.
